Illawarra Live Steamers will be holding their 17th annual Hot Pot Run during the Queen’s Birthday Weekend on June 11, 12 and 13, 2011 and a cordial invitation is extended to you and your Members.

The format for the weekend will be informal, closed to the public, with night running permitted.

The principal activity for the weekend will be to run trains with as much rolling stock as can be mustered in a railway like fashion. 

The price of admission is either 2 cans of soup or $10.00 per person for the weekend.  The content of these cans will be poured into a large pot, which will be kept hot over the weekend.

 The Club will provide at no cost, foam cups, fresh bread rolls, bottomless tea and coffee, char, steam and generating oils, kerosene and kindling.  12 volt DC, 240 volt AC and compressed air available with Jamec 310 or Ryco fittings required.

ILS will provide complimentary morning and afternoon teas in the “Footplate Grill Area” on Saturday and Sunday.  A good hearty Breakfast will be served on Saturday, Sunday and Monday mornings at the low price of $5.00.  Arrangements are in hand for the Master Builders Club, Wollongong to provide a courtesy bus for pick up and return for evening meals on Friday, Saturday and Sunday nights 

Current Boiler Certificates must be presented for verification prior to steaming up.

Red and white lights are required for the night running.  

ILS is a member of the AALS Broker Insurance Scheme and it is a requirement of our policy for ALL persons attending an activity at our Club Grounds to sign a register noting the time of arrival and departure.

Therefore, on each day of attendance, the attendees whether they are members of     ILS or of other Societies, friends, husbands, wives, children are required to sign the register upon entry to the Club Grounds, listing the time of arrival and when leaving the Club Grounds they are required to revisit the register and list the time of departure.

Our Insurance Policy and Club Rules state that no person under the age of 9 years will be permitted to be seated immediately behind an engine and/or have control of an engine.  All Drivers between the ages of 9 and 18 years may drive while under the direct supervision of an  experienced Driver 18 years of age  or older, at the final discretion of the Track  Superintendent, in accordance with AALS and ILS Rules
We are conducting a “sale/swap meet” over the weekend, so, if you wish to dispose of any unwanted “treasure” eg locomotives, wagons, plans, castings etc then bring them along.  If you have a boot full then we have plenty of space to accommodate your vehicle.

Our Members will be displaying their work be it finished or partly finished plus we are inviting a number of Companies to provide items for sale at their “Trade Stands” on the Saturday.   In addition, we are encouraging the attendance of traction engines and boats.  The Club has a fleet of passenger carriages and guards trolleys available for use by our visitors

To assist with the continuous flow of traffic around the track, the maximum limit in the length of trains is 20 metres.

If you have a portable hand held or hands free ‘walkie talkie’ UHF CB Radio then please bring it along plus a spare battery, as the majority of train control will be by radio.  Kindly contact either Signal Box for the channel frequency in use each day
